B. REPORT ON THE INTERNATIONAL SONNENBERG 

SYMPOSIUM, 1972 

'Area Studies and Second Language Teaching in International Cultural 

Exchange' 

The Sonnenberg International Centre Brauns.chwej_g/FRG has been holding a 

spring and an autumn symposium on the interrelationship between Second 

Language Teaching and International Cultural Exchange for several years. 

This year's autumn symposium - again organized and chaired by Prof . Or. 

W. Kuhlwein and Mr. G. Radden, M.A., both University of Trier, held at 

So nnenberg /St .Andreasberg-Oberharz / FRG - assembled 100 participants from 

Austria, Oenmark, France , Great Britain, Yugoslavia, Canada, The Nether­

lands, Poland, Rumania, Sweden , Hungary and Federal Republic of Germany. 

Previous meetings had strongly concentrated on special fields in Applied 

Linguistics, i.e • . technology of language learning in 1970, the interrelat­

ions between Language Didactics, Psycholinguistics and Soc iolinguistics 

in 1971, This years's meeting differed from those by the attempt of l ook­

ing at second language teaching from the encompassing frame of area 

studies ('Landeskunde'l. - The generally shared dissatisfaction concern­

ing the isolated contri butions of linguistics proper to , ,second language 

teaching had caused a stronger emphasis of the influence of psychological 

factors on t he language lea rni ng process , and of sociological factors (1). 

If we accept the claim, that the aim of teaching a second langua ge is not 

only restricted 1°to acquire a highly developed competence of the 

fic language (2) and 2°to convey cognitive insight into the mechanism 

of linguistic operations in the specific language, but should also aim 

at developing an understanding of the overall cultural pattern of a cul ­

tural community of which language itself is one component only, the scope 

of second language teaching has to be widened towards an incorporation of 

the diverse aspects of area studies. The conference had to state that -
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apart from a few attempts (e.g. Department of German at La Sorbonne Nou­

velleJ - the state of affairs in this respect is deplorable at most uni­

versities (3). 

According to this situation the plenary sessions concentrated on four 

distinct aspects: 

1. The linguistic component (including sociological implications) 

2. The area studies component (as being linked to the linguistic one) 

3. The component that had to consider the methodological consequences of 

looking at language teaching and area studies from a co1m1on angle 

4, The political component. 

Among the lectures of the first category W. Kuhlwein (University of Trier) 

took the role of'Phonetics and Phonemics in English Language Teaching'as 

an example for the integration of'pure'linguistics into applied linguis­

tics I as it is often objected to'pure'linguistics that it leaves the 

social relevance of its object of study out of consideration, and on the 

other hand theoretical linguist9 frequently object that applied linguis­

tics does not rest on an adequate scientific theoretical model but pri­

marily regards its object of study from the angle of its potential bearings 

on the improvement of social conditions (e.g. language didactics), an 

attempt of reconciliation was made by regarding both points of view not 

contradictorily but as mutually complementing each other. Regarding the 

sequence of 1°choice of the obj, t of study, 2°tools and methods of in­

vestigation and 3~aims of study, 1°and 3°may well be determined by the 

necessity of considering their social relevance, whereas 2°should solely 

rest on the procedures and tools as developed by'pure'linguistics, lia­

ble to the object of study exclusively, not, however, to any considerat­

ions of social relevance. - G. Haensch's (University of Erlangen-Nurem­

burg) lecture · on'Essential Traits of Argot and Other Group-Languages' 

could be regarded as another exemplification of the integral method of 

procedure as advocated above : a linguistically solid treatment of various 

linguistic processes in Argot (series of'synonyms'and homonyms.metaphors 

puns, euphemisms, xenisms) led the way to a contrastive analysis firstly 

between standard and substandard language and secondly" between Argot and 

its potential equivalents in languages other than French. As for the bear­

ing of this complex on second language teaching 1~e certainly must draw 

a distinction between language didactics as aiming on speech production 

and language didactics as oriented to facilitate speech reception; the 

problems under consideration will primarily refer to the latter, Again, 

however it became absolutely evident that an adequate understanding of 

substandard varieties of spoken language can only be taught and learnt 

within the framework of an extensive knowledge of their cultural embed­

ding, - The sociological part of this embedding f,rame was treated in detail 

by N. Denison (University of Graz) in'In Defence of Differences in Lang­

uages and Cultures'. . Denison set out from the problems involved in making 

theoretical linguistic models the basis of second language teaching, 
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pointing out how e.g. the generative transformational model aimed at a 

universal discription of language, thus neglecting the surface structure 

dimension of Za and thus failing to con vey an adequate different ­

iation of the treatment of specific languages 1 contrastive analyses and 

error analyses have revealed, however, that most interferences are based 

on divergent realizations of sUl'face structures of between source and 

target language. 

As most language variants are determined by their situational and social 

conte xts, these factors deserve more intensive attention than the proce­

dures of'pure'linguistics are able to grant. - H. Baisch's (University 

of Bochum) polemic and therefore quite stimulating'Social- critical Inves­

tigations of Textbooks for foreign Students of German'e xclusively concen­

trated on the socio-component, thus revealing the insufficiencies of a 

textbook which only conveys sociological fac t s instead of making proces­

ses tra _nsparent or which solely aims at teaching the linguistic struc­

tures of a language. Considered dialecti cally this lecture proved as 

well, that the socio-cultural interests of a textboo k writer should always 

be matched (and, as a matter of fact, actually are checked) by linguistic 

considerations : the result again pointing towards a compl ementary view. 

The component mentioned above as 2°was initiated by O. Oungworth's CUni­

versity of Manchester) discussion o-f'Changing Social Habits and Language 

Change', which sho wed the effects of social changes in the fields of the 

British arm y , Public School system, working-class conditions, leisure 

acti v ities etc. on the English language. A contrastive cultural study 

carried out along these lines might - reveal the reasons for important lin­

guistic convergencies and divergencies , which - according to Denison -

would escape a'pure'linguistic treatment . - R. Hindmarsh (University 

of Heidelberg) investigated'The Image of England as Reflected in English 

Textbooks of the FRG and the GOR - Reconsidered from a British Point-of­

view'. The presentation of the three areas Educational System, British 

Monarchy and Parliamentary Democracy, and Politics of Religion is still 

characterized by stereotype images, because many authors of textbooks 

either do not sufficiently take into consideration recent social changes 

in Britain, or make the presentati on of social conditions in their own 

country the main object of their English textbook, and in so doing, use 

the respecti ve British conditions merely as a contrasti ve foil. Summing 

up these arguments, G. Haensch developed a model concerning'The Position 

of Area Studies in Second It is true , area studies 

comprises an enormously large field: social science, politi ca l science, 

administration, history, li t erature, art, education, mass media, econo­

mics, geography et c. , but the selection, which of these fields shall 

experience a more detailed treatment, should be determined by the parti­

cular curriculum in question i strictly opposing to an'overall "Landes­

kunde"', Haensch advocates a selective approach i for a future economist, 

different sectors of area studies will have to be systematically taught 
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than e.g. far a prospective teacher of literature. 

The third component mentioned above, the methodological considerations 

resulting from an integral view on language didactics and area studies 

was represented by R. Hlirl (Southern German Broadcast Company Stuttgart) 

and by M. Law (University of Leeds). In'Problems of Learning and Cambi­

ned Mass Media'Harl gave a critical reassessment of the German'Funk­

kolleg Sprache ' , emitted 1971 /72. The didactic arrangement of integrating 

(al broadcast units with (bl written material and (cl organized group 

instruction allows for a great amount of feedback between teachers and 

learners. Two questions remain more or less unanswered, however; firstly 

the question of what kind of information should best be taken over by 

which medium d ese rves closer attention, and secondly the role of integrat­

ing TV should be tackled as the fourth factor. M. Law also concentrated 

on the aspect of methodics and media. His lecture on'A Resources Centre 

and its Cultural Component'presented the wide scope of the Leeds Resour­

ces Centre, where materials for language teaching as based on recent de­

ve lopments in area studies are being produced by language students and 

are made available for language teachers - an example which seems to be 

worth-while following by other countries. 

The general political consequences of an integrated view on language 

teaching and area studies were presented by G.M.R. Biddulph's (British 

Council/Cologne) le~ture on 'Cultur al Policy and its Reflection in Text­

books and the Mass Media' . 

A modified view on the study of language necessarily leads to 

in the critical assessment propaganda, in the contents 

tural policy, and the controlling mechanisms of cultural policy. Speci-

fie aspects development of language progra1TY11es for comprehensive 

schools, of the problems of which learning goal s should be aimed at . 

different school level s, and of the acquisition of communicative skills 

in the second language (subdivided into active-oral-productive, active ­

written-productive, active-written - reproductive, listening - comprehension) 

presuppose the respective cultural political decisions urgently, as became 

obvious in H, -E . Piepho's (planning tee'English'Low er Saxony/ 

Hannover) co ntribution .. As an overall result of the symposium a tendency 

became apparent whi ch had lurked behind the directly preceding 3rd Inter­

national Congress of Applied Linguistics in Copenhagen as well : the 

t ende ncy of placing language teaching into a wider contrastive cultural 

frame, encompassing the linguistic component as one of its constituents. 

In 1973 there will be an International Sonnenberg symposium in spring , 

again chaired by H. E. Piepho, and another one in autumn, c haired by W. 

Kuhlwein and G. Radden; info rmation about their general topics and the 

exact dates will be given i n due time by the AILA calendar.

REPORT ON THE EXPANDED CLASSROOM LANGUAGE ANALYSIS PROJECT ANO, FURTHER 

ACTIVITIES OF THE AILA WORKING COMMISSION ON CLASSROO~LANGUAGE ANALYSIS. 

T-his report outlines the conclusion of the first phase of a project car­

ried on under the jurisdiction of AILA. The success of this phase has 

brought forward several years the AILA goal of international research and 

consolidation of its resources. 

In February 1972 John Regan was appointed to represent the aspect of 

socio-linguistics defined as "classroom language analysis . " The parame­

ters of the responsibility to the goals of the Association were: 

i. creation of an international collaboration among researchers 

ii. establishment of communication channels among researchers 

iii. collection of data on the current state of research 

iv. identification of areas of necessary collaborative study. 

To achieve these aims within an efficient productive format, a project 

was designed having as its immediate focus the preparation of an exhaust­

ive report to the Copenhagen Congress. This report was to be prepared 

after completion of the above tasks. 

This aim was ambitious considering the peri od of four months available. 

However the value of such completion to the purposes of the Congress gave 

energy to the intent. A program of identification and contact with world 

researchers was begun through direct contact with known scholars, subse­

quent communications ·, and announcement of project aims in publications. 

The project was completed under the co-directorship of Franklin Bischel 

and Patricie McNaughton . A report presented to the Congress in the open 

forum of a symposium generated considerable interest. The symposium
