The last World Congress of Applied Linguistics in 

Cassandra-Halkidiki was a resounding success . Not 
only did it rank with the 1978 Congress in Montreal 
as the best attended of the triennial AILA 
international meetings, but it also offered a rich fare 
f . o scaenttfac presentations of various types 1n a 

broad array of .subfields of applied linguistics. In 
locating the Congress in a resort hotel complex at a 
noncanonical period of the year, our GALA hosts took 
a considered . risk. But the gamble paid off 
handsomely, not only in the large attendance , but 
also in several fringe benefits . The campus-like 
context offered participants numerous opportunities 
to meet informally, to renew contacts with colleagues 
in other countries and to forge new links. The 
strategic location of Greece, between North and South 
and on the edge of the shredded Iron Curtain, made it 
possible for from countries where former 
travel restrictions disappeared to attend an 
international meeting for the first time . 

I am pleased to report that official discussions 
have been opened for new affiliations with 
representatives from the Soviet Union. the Baltic 
States, Bulgaria, Iran , and Thailand. I would be 
remiss if I did not express the gratitude of the A ILA 
membership in Greece to the GALA organizing 
committee and, in particular. to its president. Stathis 

for having provided us with such a 
wonderful setting and for the stimulating fare in the 
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form or one or the largest sets of plenary sessions 
ever offered to AILA Congress-goers. One 
signal reatures or th,se plenaries was the matching or 
English · and French presentations ror the second 
morning lectures. It was not only appropriate in a 
region of Europe where French remains an important 

or wider communication, but it also served 
as a reminder that our association is officially 
bilingual, and it was wholly consonant with the 
theme or the Congress, ·Applied Linguistics: 
International Understanding and Peace Education.· 
Is not the promotion or multilingualism, wherever it 
does not interrere with the acquisition of a country's 
official and or a plurality or languages or 
wider communication a way to promote understanding 
and harmony across and within national rrontiers? 
The merits or our hosts were all the greater since, 
with limited external funds, they had to carry out 
many support tasks themselves long before the 
Congress opened. And they did all this with smiles 
and good humor, while extending many personal 
kindnesses.

will suggest ways in which individual members may 
contribute more actively by working within these two 
networks. Although the EB carries out certain 
activities, for example, as part or the 
responsibilities or AILA as a nongovernmental 
organization granted a collaborative (Status B) 
relationship with UNESCO, it must be stressed that 
the national affiliates and the scien~iric commissions 
form the backbone or AILA.
