Election Brings Change to AILA 
The winds of change have swept through AILA, 

with the advent of the new 1996-99 Executive Board. 
It is my sense that the Association has come of age in 
many ways and that the future portends well both for 
the field of applied linguistics in general and for the 
role of AILA in that field. Having said this, all of us 
owe a debt of gratitude to our many fine predecessors 
who did much to make AILA the fine international 
association that it is today. The new President, Cluis 
Candlin (Australia), is not only a leading scholar, 
author, editor of book series, and builder of academic 
centers, he is also a gifted organizational leader, who 
has many fine ideas for the future of AILA. His talent 
for recruiting quality people onto the Executive Board, 
for distributing tasks equitably, and for motivating 
individuals to perfonn these tasks, has already been 
amply demonstrated. 

The new Vice Presidents bring with them important 
committee leadership. Jill Bourne (UK) is both Chair 
of the Equality and Solidarity Committee and Co­
member along with Member-at-Large, Georges Luedi 
(Switzerland) , of a special committee examining the 
relationship of AILA to non-governmental agencies 
such as UNESCO. The time has come to explore more 
actively just what kinds of roles AILA does, could, and 
perhaps should play in various agencies with an 
international focus . The Equality and Solidarity 
Committee has among its tasks to detennine ways of 
creating a set of awards , not unlike awards offered by 
associations such as AAAL and TESOL. Toe commit­
tee is also looking at ways for enhancing and increas­
ing the participation of scholars representing a broader 
range of groups geographically, ethnically, academi­
cally, and so forth . Britt-Louise Gunnarsson (Sweden) 
is Chair of the Internationalization and Membership 
Committee , which will concern itself with publicizing 
the association and its publications, and also in identi­
fying countries that may wish to submit a proposal for 
membership in AILA as national affiliates. Toe third 
Vice President. Ilcuo Koike (Japan) has his hands full 
planning for the next World Congress, to be held in 
Tokyo in August of 1999. it may seem a long 
way off, the preparations began several years ago and 
it years to produce a quality congress. 
Koike will be an active and crucial member of another 
committee, the Congress Liaison Committee, with 
Candlin as its Chair. 

The Congress Liaison Committee has as one of its 
charges the creation of a Congress Manual intended to 
be repository of infonnation from past congresses on 
how one may go about producing a quality congress. 

is not intended in any way to be prescrip-
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live. Each country that takes on the ominous task of 
running a congress needs to have total freedom to 
make creative choices any way they wish. For 
example, the recent congress in Finland transposed 
Section Papers to Poster Sessions instead, decreased 
the number of plenaries, and put the emphasis on a 
large number of symposia organized around many 
more themes than was the case in previous AILA 
congresses . What is extremely valuable, however, is 
to collect up insights gained from past congresses 
since these may well benefit congress organizing 
committees . So, for example, since Finland had so 
many poster sessions accompanied by recap sessions 
conducted by experts critiquing the posters and then 
leading discussions on them, it might be helpful to 
include a report from our Finnish colleagues on the 
pros and cons of this approach, and on how to make 
such a fonnat work as successfully as possible . 

Another idea that has emerged regarding future 
congresses would be to disseminate the titles for 
prospective symposia early on so that young scholars 
who may not be known in the field have an opportu­
nity to make their presence felt. The symposia orga­
nizers would, of course, be under no obligation to

In order to support and strengthen applied linguistics world wide, applications will be particularly wel­
comed from scholars from countries where there are as yet no AILA affiliated associations in place. 

Scientific commissions or national afftliate associations should take the initiative in approaching candidates 
themselves, offering to support their application for a scholarship to participate in AILA 1999. Please note 
that national afflliate associations may support candidates either from within or outside their own affiliate 
associations. 

Individuals may try to obtain support for their own application or for someone they wish to nominate, 
either by writing to the secretary of an affiliate association directly, or by approaching an eminent scholar and 
asking them to act as a referee and to take the request to their affiliate association. Alternatively, individuals 
could approach the coordinator of an AILA Scientific Commission and ask the Commission for a letter to 
support the application.

include these individuals in their final proposals, but at 
least this way they would become cognizant of individuals 
who are perhaps doing outstanding work but who have not 
necessarily had access to channels for making their work 
known to others. 

As I compose this article, the new Treasurer, Anne Pakir 
(Singapore), is busy transferring the fmances to Singapore 
from Holland, where fonner Treasurer, Johan Matter, did a 

job of balancing the books. Pakir is being supported 
by a Finance Committee that has already started fonnulat­
ing policies about the use of AILA funds, prioritizing these 
uses in ways that may at times be new to 
For example, it has been seen that a viable Executive Board 
needs to meet face to face at least once a year. To encour­
age these meetings, it may well be necessary for AILA to 
fmance travel for EB members to the site of the meeting. 
In the past, it was left to EB members to fmd their own 
financial support which meant that those who could not 
were essentially denied participation at these meetings. In 
my opinion and in that of other Board members, the age of 
total voluntarism is rapidly coming to an end. Instead, 

to take leadership in providing funding for 
those who are willing to donate large chunlcs of time for the 
sake of the Association. 

The Publications Coordinator, Meinhof (UK) is 
also working within the framework of an experienced 
committee of follcs with experience in publications. She 
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heads the committee which includes Scientific Commissions 
Coordinator, Kees de Bot (Netherlands), Member-at-Large, 
Claire Kramsch (U.S.), and Chris Candlin. Plans are well 
underway to generate several issues of the AILA Review 
through collections of 1996 Congress papers. It was exciting 
news to learn that AILA has a developing homepage, with its 
website at Indiana University (http://ezinfo.ucs.indiana.edu/ 
-emmerson). 

The Executive Board's new Scientific Commissions 
Coordinator, Kees de Bot has already demonstrated creative 
thinking about ways to enhance the AILA Commissions. 
For example, he is encouraging Conveners of the Commis­
sions to set up a data base of publications in their area. In 
addition he is asking each commission to provide a state-of­
the-art paper every three years, on a staggered basis. He also 
intends for the commissions to become as international as 
possible, bringing in members from as many affiliates as 
possible. 

The two Members at Large yet to be mentioned are 
Hilario Bohn (Brazil) and Anna Mauranen (Finland). Both 
are on the Equality and Solidarity Committee, and Bohn is 
also on the Internationalization and Membership Committee. 
He has a series of ideas about ways of increasing participa­
tion in AILA from more nations in his region of the world 
and elsewhere. In my opinion, the number of nations 
participating in AILA could be doubled easily. For example, 
many more Latin American, and Asian countries

Enhancing Scientific Commissions 
During the last conference the newly elected Executive Board discussed possibilities to 
enhance the importance of the Scientific Commissions in Ail.,A. It is the EB's conviction that the 
Scientific Commissions should play a more important and a more continuous role, i.e. not just in 
preparing the next world congress . In order to achieve this goal, we propose the following : 

1. The Scientific Commissions have to become the'Structure of Expertise'in the field of Applied 
Linguistics. This means that in a specific commission the most prominent and active researchers 
in that field should be active members who exchange information within the commission and 
with outside bodies interested in the topic. The Scientific Commissions have to become convey­
ors of information . In order to do this the conveners are invited to set up a database which con­
sists of the major publications (books, articles, periodicals, other media) and names, addresses 
and specials topics of researchers and organizations in the field. This database should be updated 
regularly and preferably be accessible through electronic media. We also propose to develop 
info-sheets on various topics within your field. 

The conveners could act as conveyers of information to both students and young researchers 
who want to get acquainted with the main lines of research and publications, and for national and 
international bodies looking for specific expertise . In this way the Scientific Commissions can be 
of use both for its members and for people outside AILA. 

2. Because the Scientific Commissions will have all the relevant, up-to-date information on their 
field and subfields, the conveners will be in a good position to present overviews of this 
(sub)field . The conveners will be invited to write overview articles every three years. Since there 
are now 23 SCs, there will be about 7 overview articles every year. It could be the case that some 
SCs have to cover such a wide or active field, that there will be separate overviews for subfields . 

3. It is obvious that AILA is no longer a purely Western European/Northern American association . 
There is tremendous growth in the interest in many 
aspects of Applied Linguistics in many countries all 
over the world, and this should be reflected in the 
membership of the SCs. Preferably each SC should 
have two conveners, one from a Western European/ 
Northern American country and one from another part 
of the world . It should be pointed out to the member­
ship of local affiliates how they can become members 
of a SC, what they can expect from their being a 
member, and what is expected of them as a member. 

4. From the above it is clear that the EB expects the 
conveners to do a lot of work. At the general meeting 
of AILA in J there was unanimous support for 
the proposals with respect to the SCs, and therefore the 
EB will see to it that this work will be done. At the 
same time, time is more precious than ever, and many 
conveners already have a heavy workload. Therefore 
AILA will use some of its financial reserves to support 
the work of the SCs, and in particular of the conveners . 
There will be a limited amount of money (definitely 
not more than a few hundred dollars for each con­
vener) to implement the proposals made, e.g. by hiring 
a student assistant to do office work.

could be represented. In effect, the congresses would 
then have many thousands of participants, while at present 
a figure of 1,500 is seen as large. 

There are many other things I could write in this 
introductory piece as Secretary General of AILA. I am 
happy to see that many of the concerns that I voiced in my 
"platfonn,. during the All.A election of officers have 
already come to fruition in the organization. For example, 
in keeping with my comment above about the need to be 
more concerned about excessive voluntary work, AILA 
has talcen the important step of setting up a Business 
Office to handle much of administrative work 
that has until now been conducted by volunteers. As a 
result of the new measure, communication should be 
enhanced among members of the EB and IC, members of 
Scientific Commissions, individual members, the like. 
The office is being staffed by Peggy Bushee Associates 
(Apple Valley, Minnesota, USA. Email: howe@mr.net), 
the same group that has provided AAAL with a Business 
Office for the last four years. Since AAAL enlisted the 
support of a professional business office, membership has 
doubled and conference attendance has also soared. The 
finances of AAAL have increased significantly, and the 
budget is fully itemized and easy to work with. 

Another idea that I expressed and which I intend to see 
implemented is that of electing a Nominating Committee 
that will be responsible for presenting a slate of officers 
for the 1999 AILA elections, and for subsequent years. 
Such an innovation will call for a revision of the current 
AILA Statutes. Although included in the current statutes, 
the concept of individual membership in AILA has never 
truly been exercised. In other words, if we in AILA are 
genuinely concerned about increasing the number and 
distribution of AILA affiliates throughout the world, then 
one way would be to welcome individual memberships 
from those individuals living in countries which currently 
do not have affiliates. Such a policy may help to promote 
the eventual fonnation of an afftliate from that country. 

In closing, let me just say a few words about my own 
personal experience with AILA over the years. I was both 
Coordinator of the Scientific Commissions, Publications 
Coordinator, and Editor of the I have also 
spent two tenns on the International Committee, one 
representing Israel and one representing the U.S. In all, I 
have been either on the EB or the IC for eighteen years. I 
am also currently ending a four-year stint as Secretary 
Treasurer of My academic home is the Institute of 
Linguistics and Asian and Slavic Languages and Litera­
tures at the University of Minnesota in Minneapolis. I also 
direct the federally-funded National Language Resource 
Center there. This academic year I am on sabbatical, 
currently a visiting scholar at the University of Hawai'i, 
where I am studying Japanese intensively and researching 
my pragmatic development in the language. From mid­

Report on AILA Publications 
At the last AILA meeting I was elected to the Executive 
Board as the new coordinator for publications. My role is 
to oversee the key publications of our organization and to 
chair the publications and publicity sub-committee 
consisting of Kees de Bot, Chris Candlin, Claire 
Kramsch and myself. 

As you all know, AILA publications are of two kinds: 
- the AILA News which appears three times a year and is 
published by our News editorial team at Indiana Univer­
sity. 
- the annual AILA Review which was until this summer 
under the editorship of Johan Matter. Johan has now 
resigned and we would like to thank him on behalf of our 
organization for his dedicated work. 

Our new Review editor is David Graddol from the 
Open University in Milton Keynes, UK. David has a great 
deal of experience in publishing, as a writer and an editor. 
He is also very well known to members of the British 
Association for Applied Linguistics as their publication 
secretary, responsible for the publication of the British 
Studies in Applied Linguistics, an annual selection of 
papers from meetings, published by 
Multilingual Matters. Between now and the next AILA 
meeting in Tokyo in 1999, we hope to publish three 
editions of the Review, each with a different guest-editor. 
The next edition of the AILA Review (1995-6) will be a 
double edition with selected papers from this year's All.A 
congress in guest-editors are members of 
the organizing committee of the Congress, including Kari 
Sajavaara and Anna Mauranen, who face the difficult task 
of selecting the papers. But work is well on its way and 
we hope to be able to meet our (self-imposed) dead-line 
of spring 19'J7. The themes and guest-editors for the 1997 
and 1998 issues have not yet been decided, but we are 
considering various options. One possibility would be a 
closer link between the Review and the work of the 
Scientific Commissions, either by publishing regular 
overview articles such as those suggested by Kees de 
Bot's report in this issue of AILA News, or by inviting 
individual coordinators of Scientific Commissions to 
guest-edit special issues. For the 1999 edition we would 
once again consider selected conference papers. 

We are keen to hear your views on such proposals, or 
any other ideas you would like us to consider.

The earliest of Gerhard Nickel's more than l 00 publica­

lions cover, in particular, topics of historical linguistics 
and include his standard work on aspect in Old English. 
Supported by the Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft, he 
supervised an extensive research program covering Old 
English literature. With funds provided by the Stiftung 
Volkswagen, he then directed a world-wide project on 
Applied and Contrastive Linguistics (PAKS). He played a 
leading role in the of the Association 
Internationale de Appliquie (AILA) and also 
of the German Gesellschaft Jar Angewandte Unguistik. In 
both societies he occupied a series of leading posts: the 
former society elected him to the office of Honorary Vice 
President, the latter to the office of Honorary President. 
As an expert on linguistics, attached to the European 
Council and the UNESCO, he was frequently sent to all 
the continents of the world as adviser on matters of 
language planning and policy. Although thoroughly 
conversant with linguistic theory, he saw the main purpose 
of these activities as building a bridge between theoretical 
linguistics and applied linguistics. The medium in print 
which served him in this task was the journal International 
Review of Applied Unguistics (IRAL), of which he is 

On the occasion of his retirement a two-day Intema­
tional Farewell Colloquium was organized with the 
support of the Bosch Stiftung, the Vereinigung von 
Freunden der Universiliil e. V., and the University of 
Stuttgart itself. The topic of the Colloquium was "Euro­
pean Linguistics: A Common Heritage and Present Trends 
in East and West". With more than ten of his pupils 
occupying chairs in English linguistics, Professor Nickel 
surpasses all other living Gennan linguists in the fostering 
of preeminent younger scholars. It was in particular the 
representatives of linguistic science from the Czech 
Republic and the Poland who in their addresses praised 
Professor Nickel's commitment to the cause of linguistic 
scholarship in these countries during politically 
periods when time and again he gave help by accepting 
invitations, undertaking arduous lecture tours and provid­
ing scholarships and books . Both representatives from the 
Czech Republic and Poland conveyed greetings and thanks 
from all the universities of their respective countries. 
From these and other countries of the world he has 
received many invitations to embark on lecture tours. 

None of those who know Professor Nickel will be 
surprised to hear that for the present he has no intention of 
remaining inactive. Invitations to accept guest professor­
ships and to undertake lecture tours have been made. A 
native of Upper Silesia himself, Professor Nickel will 
continue to offer his services to the recently founded 
Silesian University of Opole during the difficulty initial 
setting-up period. But in Stuttgart too he will continue to

In making Solidarity Awards, the AILA sub­
committee will use the following criteria: 

1. Evidence of academic excellence and promise 
as demonstrated in the CV, and in the letter of 
support from affiliate association or Scientific 
Commission. 

2. Evidence of active participation in AILA'99 as 
demonstrated by having had a paper accepted by the 
Congress organizers or evidence of a firm invitation 
to take part in a symposium or Scientific Comrnis­
s1on sess10n. 

3. The presentation of a rationale for considering 
any particular circumstances which may be offered 
by the applicant which indicate that participation 
without the award might be impossible (e.g. prob­
lems in obtaining foreign exchange; poor rates of 
exchange for certain national currencies; distance to 
be traveled; national problems in obtaining financing 
for travel; etc.). 

4. In line with AILA's concern to strengthen and 
extend participation in Applied Linguistics, applica­
tions are welcomed from scholars from geographical 
areas, and ethnic groups not currently well-repre­
sented in our Association. AILA is also concerned to 
maintain and extend the participation of women 
scholars, and therefore welcomes applications for 
Solidarity Awards from women. However, there will 
be no'quota'system in operation, and each applica­
tion will be given serious attention. 

5. Consideration will also be given to support 
across the range of applied linguistic interest areas 
covered by AILA. This does not mean that only one 
application may be supported by any Scientific 
Commission, but it may be a factor in prioritizing 
applications if a large number of applications are 
received. 
In view of the limited Solidarity budget available, 
we urge individuals not to apply for a Solidarity 
Award if other funding is available to them. 
A second notice of the Solidarity Awards will be 
made in Autumn 1997, setting out the deadline dates 
for applications. on deadlines for 
applications will also be made available along with 
registration forms in mailings from the AILA'99 
Congress organizers in Japan. 
Applications will be considered by the Equality Sub­
Committee of the AILA Executive Board. Awards 
will be announced by early January 1999 at the 
latest.
